
Course Administration and Grading Policy

Windsor Independent Study at Home

Course Format:  Students complete independent written weekly assignments including but not limited to reading various print media: textbooks, novels, and periodicals. In addition, students must have access to the internet to complete specific assignments which include conducting research. Independent study requires a high level of maturity and commitment. Students will demonstrate mastery of course material through visual, written and oral presentations. Instructors guide students by creating assignments based on the appropriate grade level California Common Core State Standards and assessing those assignments.  In WISH our motto is “one student at a time.”  
Course Grading:  Student essays, projects, quizzes, tests and oral presentations with instructor and weekly assignments will be graded on a 4-point scale.  The goal of Independent Study is to help create independent lifelong learners.  All students will be regularly required to assess their progress accordingly.

Work submitted on time is eligible for revision for a higher grade based on each instructor’s policy.  We encourage students to strive for their personal best. Plagiarism is never acceptable.

Attendance:
Attendance is based on the percentage of work completed each week.  If all work is finished, you will receive full attendance credit.  Partial completion of work will result in absences (80% completion of the assignment will result in one absence, 60% completion equals two absences).  More than two weeks of absences will result in a mandatory meeting with students and parent or guardian to discuss a more appropriate program placement for the student.  Independent Study is an alternative program within Windsor High School and all students have the right to move back into a regular classroom to ensure student success.  Students must complete 60 hours of Independent Study work to earn 5 credits each semester per class.  Absences from incomplete work may result in a reduced grade and/or credit.

Exams:  Per Windsor High School policy, all Independent Study courses include a final exam, presentation or project each semester.  Exams or presentations will be scheduled to accommodate student needs, and projects will be due at the final weekly meeting.  Failure to complete the final project may result in failure of the course.
