Senior Project Requirements

As a senior in WISH, you will earn 5 credits in the Spring Semester for Senior Project.  You will also receive a letter grade for this.  You are therefore required to complete the following activities.

*
Form A (Project Description and Mentor Contract).   Due: September 26, 2014.
*
Form B (Time Card verifying 30 hours of unpaid internship, community service, or shadowing). Half of your hours should be completed by December 12, 2014, the remainder by March 6, 2014.
*
Six (6) ½ page minimum typed or equivalent journal entries describing your thoughts about the time you spent doing your project and what you did.  These are due after every 5 hours of work on your project.
*
Form D (Project Verification, to be completed by Mentor).  Due March 13, 2015.
*
Reflective Analytical Paper in lieu of Form C (5 pages minimum typed and double spaced, MLA format).  Due March 27, 2015.
*
Project Documentation (photographs, relevant paperwork). Due March 27, 2015.
These documents should be placed into a ¾-1” binder that professionally displays the above and includes the following:

Cover page with project title, your name, WISH and date

Title page inside binder

Table of Contents

Dividers between sections for the 5 elements above

The purpose of this assignment is to offer you the opportunity to prepare a sample of your work that you could use in a job interview and the chance to create a professional portfolio.  By taking the time to write a reflective paper and carefully preparing the portfolio, you will be better prepared to give your final oral presentation on Senior Project Presentation Night at Windsor High School on April 15, 2015.  

Your portfolio is due no later than March 27, 2015 and can be turned in as soon as you have completed all the elements.  You will have Spring Break March 30-April 6, 2015.  When you return from the break, you will have less than two weeks to prepare and practice your powerpoint presentation of your senior project—do not procrastinate!  Early planning will make Spring Semester much less stressful.  You will need to have your powerpoint completed when you return from break to share with your instructor.  It will need to be loaded onto the appropriate teacher’s computer by April 10 when room assignments have been made.
